« Have the recognized equivalent of a high school diploma; and/or

« Be beyond the age of 16, the age of compulsory school attendance in
Wisconsin.

Individuals seeking a credential in specified programs must submit their high
school transcripts unless waived by the College.

Students who leave the College for three (3) or more consecutive terms must file
a new application and comply with all requirements.
