General Information 

Please read the following information to help you determine if Western Technical College is a good fit for 
your educational goals. 

International Students are responsible for: 

1. Arranging to have someone meet you at the airport. 

2. Making housing arrangements.  On average, monthly payment for an apartment ranges from $600.00 -
$1200.00. Heat, electricity and telephone are extra monthly costs and may range from $150.00 - $300.00 
approximately per month. 

3. Paying out-of-state tuition. westerntc.edu/tuition 

4. Proving your proficiency in the English language. 

5. Applying for Associate Degree programs. Most Associate Degree programs require 3 years to complete.  
Some programs may require more time to complete.  Priority is given to students living in the United States.  

International students are assigned an Admissions Coach to assist you in the enrollment process and a College 
Advisor to assist you in succeeding academically.

International Students are required to be full-time students (12+ credits) during the fall and spring terms. 
Summer term enrollment is determined by program. 

Provide a financial statement that verifies funds are available to support tuition, books and supplies, housing 
expenses, medical insurance, and personal expenses while studying at Western Technical College. 

Becoming an International Student at Western Technical College 

If you are interested in being admitted to a program at Western Technical College, please follow the steps 
outlined below. We recommend that you begin this process at least 12 months before you would like to enroll. 

Obtaining a Student I20 

After you have submitted the required documentation (Please refer to the International Student 
Checklist F1/M1), Western Technical College will e-mail your approved I-20 Form, along with your letter 
of Admission from Western to you for applying for the F-1 student visa.  

Once you receive the I-20 from Western Technical College, you will need to visit the U.S. Consulate or 
Embassy in your country to apply for an F-1 visa. In order to be considered for the student visa, you will need 
to provide: 

1. I-20 
2. Valid passport 
3. Original financial documents 
4. Letter of admission from Western Technical College 

Once you are granted the F-1 visa, you may travel to La Crosse, Wisconsin, to attend Western Technical 
College.

When You Arrive 

International Students will need to: 

1. Meet with Caitlin Locy (608) 789-6022. 

2. Pay (in full) all tuition and fees for books/materials on or before the tuition due date. Note: F1 
international students are not eligible for financial aid, including work study. 
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
